DOES WATCHING MASS LIVE-STREAMED “COUNT”?
Some have asked whether watching a live-stream of Mass fulfills the obligation we have to participate in Mass on
Sundays and holy day of obligation. It doesn’t. There was a period of time during the pandemic when the obligation for
Mass attendance was temporarily lifted, but that dispensation has been over for years now.

The live-stream is valuable for the sick, home-bound, elderly, and those who are truly unable to attend Mass in person.
It can help them to pray and make an act of spiritual Communion.

As Pope Benedict wrote: “With regard to the value of taking part in Mass via the communications media, those who
hear or view these broadcasts should be aware that, under normal circumstances, they do not fulfill the obligation of
attending Mass. Visual images can represent reality, but they do not actually reproduce it. While it is most
praiseworthy that the elderly and the sick participate in Sunday Mass through radio and television, the same cannot be
said of those who think that such broadcasts dispense them from going to church and sharing in the Eucharistic
assembly in the living Church.” (Sacramentum caritatis, no. 57)

NURSES’ CORNER

4 Health Tests Not To Skip

You know the importance of getting a routine colonoscopy, mammogram, Pap smear and a prostate exam and a blood
test. But other key screenings often go under the radar. See the ones worth getting ---By Marcy Lovitch.

1.     Hearing test – Primary care doctors don’t typically screen for hearing loss. But, “if you’re not hearing well, you can
miss out on important conversations and instructions from your phyiscians, “says Susan Klugman, M.D. Hearing loss
can also lead to depression and impaired memory. People 50 and older should have their hearing tested every one to three
years, with a baseline screening at 50. You can have your hearing tested by an audiologist, or try a hearing test app like
Jacoti, Mimi, or SonicCloud.

2.    Bone density test – A bone density test, or DEXA scan, is an X-ray to check for osteoporosis, says Olivia Yost, M.D.
“It’s typically recommended at 65,” she notes. “But if you have a strong family history, have been on certain medications
(like steroids) for a long time or have an autoimmune disease such as thyroid disease, it’s a good idea to have this test
sooner,” The scan is painless and often takes less than 15 minutes.

3.   Skin check – “Most women and men who work outside should receive a full-body skin exam every year starting at age
50,” says Justin Haught, M.D. “However, their recommended starting age may decrease based on skin type, lifetime sun
exposure and family history.” Between appointments, you can check for new spots and changes in the appearance of
moles using a full-length mirror. “It can be challenging to see things on the back of the body, so having a spouse, friend
or family member look for you can make the process easier,” says Dr. Haught. That person can also take photos so you
can zoom in for a closer look. 

4.    Lung test – A history of smoking can make you more vulnerable to developing lung cancer, which is often doesn’t
show symptoms until it’s in the later stages. A lung health screening test (Called a low-dose CT scan) is essentially a
detailed X-ray of the lungs, and it’s a lifesaver. An Icahn School of Medicine study found more than 80% of people whose
lung cancer was caught early through the screening were still alive after 20 years. It’s recommended adults age 50 to 80
who have a 20 pack a year smoking history, currently smoke or quit within the past 15 years have an annual screening.
